Background
Practice and programs in rehabilitation and reintegration (tertiary prevention) have thus far failed to identify key
outcomes and develop appropriate measures. Through work with experts, stakeholders, practitioners, and
service users in several countries, we have developed a new person-centered outcomes measure for adult and
children family members of foreign terrorist fighters. These are in the process of being implemented and
evaluated in Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan and other countries.

Why Outcomes?
Outcomes are the intended accomplishments of a program that includes short-term, intermediate, and long-term
or distal outcomes.

Why do outcomes matter for repatriation, resettlement, reintegration,
rehabilitation, & resilience (5Rs)?
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What we expect to accomplish in Year 1
We propose to develop new outcome measures for domestic violent extremism (offenders, and their spouses
and children) which can be used to help develop practice and programs.
